Constitution Amendments for Change

There were two separate proposed amendments to Article VI, Section 2A.  The section currently reads as follows: “Officers are elected by a majority vote of eligible voting members at the end of the year meeting.

The first proposal, offered by me, is to add the following second sentence to the current wording: “If there are more than 2 candidates for an office and no candidates receives a majority of votes on the first ballot, there will be a second ballot taken for which only the two candidates receiving the most votes on the first ballot will be eligible.”

The second proposal, offered by Bob Stuhlman, is to change the word “majority” to “plurality” in the current section.

If one of the two proposals is adopted, it seems to me that that would become moot.

Article IV  Membership


Add the following to the “Varsity” section

Varsity

1. An IAABO official who wishes to join the local Women’s Basketball board and has established proficiency on the IAABO board at the varsity level shall be eligible for varsity status upon completing the following requirements.

a. Pass the written pre-season test with a score of at least 86%.

b. Be evaluated by the rating committee during that current season for competency with respect to mechanics, judgement, and game management.  At the end of that season, the membership committee will evaluate the official and make a recommendation for Varsity status.

Rational

An IAABO official at the varsity level has already gone through at least 4 or more years of development and has developed in skill and knowledge of the game to adequately serve our noard at the varsity status level.

In addition, by passing the pre-season exam they now have an understanding of the NCAA rules.  They would only have to learn the different NYSGBOA mechanics and that would be the reason for the on court ratings during the current year.
Allowing a shorter probationary period for an experienced IAABO official only makes to better the officiating staff and further present a better product on the floor for girls’ high school basketball.

Further Discussion

Junior High (Probationary)

Probationary status is generally for two years, during which time the probationer is expected to grow in proficiency related to knowledge of the rules and mechanics of officiating.
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
