· Can screen and roll but not roll and screen
· No Euro steps
· Legal Guarding Position – obtain and maintain
· Post Play is back to basket inside the lane area ( lane plus three feet
· Two points of contact without the ball, one point with the ball
· Three seconds in the lane is suspended while player with the ball is going to the basket
· Hot touch only on ball handlers/dribblers
· Two hands, extended arm bar, or held hand is a foul
· Disqualifying foul is suspended for the next game
· Control conduct especially anyone making threats
· Read the Sportsmanship card in the captain’s huddle
· Clamping is new point of emphasis – use the hold signal
· Usually, the first to fall is the clamper
