Quiz #1

1. What is the correct number of free throws to be awarded to the offended team when a Disqualifying Foul was committed against a player in the act of shooting an unsuccessful three-point try.     3

0. What is the correct number of free throws to be awarded to the offended team when an Administrative Technical Foul due to the official scorer, of their own volition, takes the scorebook to the home team’s locker room.     2 (1 shot before the game starts, everything else is 2)

0. A1 and B1 are the jumpers to start the game. After the referee tosses the ball, A1 taps the ball and it then strikes the playing court. B1 grabs the ball. This is a legal play. Is this correct?     Yes

0. Team A is wearing gold uniforms with white undershirts. Team B is wearing maroon uniforms with black undershirts. Which team(s) is/are not compliant with the playing rule?     Both (can’t play)

0. During a throw-in by A1, the throw-in pass released toward A2 in the corner is touched by B1, who extended their arm through the boundary-line plane and touched the ball before it crossed the boundary-line plane. Second Reading: Article IX Dues and Fees
